Being an avid lover of motorcycles and racing, | have many highlights and fond memories, including a collection of

racing programmes ranging from 1948 i 1955. During this time motor racing was organised by the Natal Motor Cycle

Club (NMCC) and the Park Hill Motor Cycle Club. From 1939 the Snell Parade in Durban was a very well-known
venue for motorsport racing events, namely, cars and motorbikes. My main love was for motorcycle racing and |
experienced watching my first racing event at the Snell Parade in 1948 at the tender age of five!
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Between the Snake Park and Argyle Road, straight is 1 mile (1.6km), first left corner at Sunkist,
passed the Durban Country Club on the right and then sharp left for half a kilometre passed the old Durban Airport
and then a fast right to the straight past the Natal Command, then back and past the Start/Finish line.

In 1950 there were 61 entries and people came from Cape Town, Port Elizabeth and Johannesburg. Including Ken
Robus, who rode a Norton, and came from as far away as Bulawayo, Rhodesia. Ken was a very good rider both in
South Africa and in Rhodesia. He is still alive today, and at the age of 92 is living in Westville.

In 1953 our very own South African champion rider, Keith Crawford who is now 86 and who came from Westville, rode
a Matchless. In 1965 Keith, who rode a 350cc AJS, became a South African Champion and was awarded Springbok
Colours. Many of the riders who participated in these events at the Snell Parade represented South Africa on the Isle
of Man. Unfortunately, a very young rider by the name of Dennis Glenn was killed in 1955 when he lost control of his

bike.

Indemnity Forms and Indemnity Cards
The form is available for download on the SAVVA website under Forms .

Indemnity forms are legal documents. Both sides of the forms must be completed, signed and witnessed, and
after the number of the indemnity card issued has been recorded on the form, the original forms should be
posted to the SAVVA Secretary, or brought to the SAVVA AGM each year. Clubs are encouraged to keep
copies of the forms.

SAVVA Indemnity applies to all events, socials, fun runs, displays, nothing excluded, organised and promoted by
a club affiliated to SAVVA. The onus rests upon the Club to ensure persons listed in Section 5 of the Handbook
complete the forms.

Indemnity Cards It is suggested that when a new member joins a club that an indemnity card be issued to
him/her and spouse immediately.

Every single person involved with a SAVVA competitive event where a permit has been issued shall have in their
possession an Indemnity Card issued by the Club on behalf of SAVVA, that is all drivers, navigators, passengers
of participating vehicles, all officials, marshals and their assistants, including drivers and passengers of tender
vehicles and in modern vehicles who are part of the event, and persons representing sponsors, the press,
SAVVA or the host club who will be present on the event or who may travel in competing vehicles.

Thus, as Club Members wishing to participate in any Club organised event, please ensure that you have a
SAVVA indemnity card, which is issued when you join, and that your Bike is SAVVA dated. Rod Thomas can
